Chainring Compatibility and Intended Use

If you are unsure which bolt circle diameter fits your crank, please refer to the chart below to see how to properly measure it. Please refer
to surlybikes.com for all available bolt circle diameters (BCD), tooth counts, and construction materials.

NOTE: The Surly Narrow Wide chainrings are only compatible with 10- and 11-speed chains.

NOTE: Place center of drive side crankarm over “home”, and pivot crankarm until chainring hole lines up with numbered outer circle.

Tools Required for Installation

e Torque wrench

e Chainring nut wrench

* QGrease

e Appropriate wrench for your chainring bolts

NOTE: For installation of chainrings specific to the MWOD or O.D. crank, please refer to either the instructions that were included
with your crankset, or the instructions on surlybikes.com.
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Installation of the Chainring

Remove crankset from bottom bracket.
Remove chainrings you wish to replace.

Clean crankarm and chainring bolts thoroughly.
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Grease chainring bolts and install your Surly chainring.
For alloy chainrings with machined shifting ramps, the ramps
should be facing the inside of the crank.
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Install the chainring nuts from the back of the crank spider.

Install the chainring bolts though the front of the chainring and
alternately tighten them evenly to chainring bolt manufacturer’s
specifications.

Ongoing Maintenance

Periodically check to make sure the chainring bolts are properly torqued, and the chainrings do not show excessive wear or damage.
Remember to keep your chain and chainrings well lubricated, and remember to inspect these and all other components for excessive wear,
accidental damage, and premature failure before every ride.

Limited Warranty

This Surly product is warranted against defects in materials and workmanship for one year from the date of retail purchase of the product,
subject to the limitations detailed below. Save your dated receipt for proof of purchase.
